Of the more than 600 mathematics journals published
worldwide, only 214 reach the level of impact required
to be included in the rankings of the Institute for
Scientific Information. Among these, DM] is ranked
at 10, with an impact factor of 1.758 for 2009.

A customer may purchase DMJ 100 outright for $4,000
with an additional access/maintenance fee of $1,000 for
twenty years of service (this fee, equivalent to $50 per year
for twenty years, must be paid up front). Duke University
Press will provide electronic access (currently via Project
Euclid) for twenty years from the year of purchase.
